Methodological  explanations

Crime – is the social-juridical incident that is characterized by quantity and quality indicators and reflects crimes in concrete locality during defined time.

On estimation of crime rate the information on average annual number of available population is used.
Registered crimes – is the public and dangerous action that is considered by crime legislation, revealed and officially registered. 
Persons committed crime – are persons for which the criminal case was initiated and officially registered by Authorities of Internal Affairs.
Persons charged with criminal liability – are persons sentenced to imprisonment as offender.
Criminal community – creation of the steady organized criminal group with the purpose of commitment grave or more grave crimes or steady association of two or more organized criminal groups created in the same purposes shall be admitted as criminal community (the criminal organization). 
Convicts include defendants for which judgment was pronounced by law court.
