Methodological explanations 

Information of the DHS 2011 on the distribution of smokers among women and men, morbidity cases with various diseases, as well as diseases of pregnant women before and during pregnancy, and after labor, use of contraception, and abortions is included in these sections.

 The section covers information about number of children with limited health that is registered in the system of the Ministry of Labour and Social Protection of Population. 
Morbidity of population is characterized by number of persons with newly emerged cases during their application for medical institutions or examination of a doctor (or dispensary). 

Morbidity level is defined as ratio of the number of persons with newly emerged cases to the average annual population size  

Primary disability is defined for the first time during the reporting year.
