Methodological explanation
Area covered with forest is the land area of forest fund that actually occupied with tree species.
Reforestation measures – comprise timely restoration of forests in non-forest lands, improvement of their gender composition, productivity and efficient use of forest fund lands. 

Afforest and forest sowing – Afforest and forest sowing comprises sowing seeds in open forest areas (debris, fields, areas open after a fire, etc.), planting seeds, saplings, pens. 
Fishery – is the system of biological, biotechnical, technological and organizational measures directed to reproduction, breeding, restoration, use, protection and improvement of benefits of fish and other aquatic bioresources in fishery reservoirs. 
Fish reproduction – is the activity of artificial reproduction, breeding and restoration of fish and other aquatic bioresources in fishery reservoirs. 
Fish breeding – is the incubation of fertilized fish caviar in artificially created fishery reservoirs, feeding and breeding of small fishes and other aquatic bioresources. 
Fish and other aquatic bioresources – absolute mass of types of fish of all age structure, used or could be used, other aquatic bioresources inhabited in fishery reservoirs. 
Aquaculture – is the activity on reproduction, breeding, conservation and recreation of fish and other aquatic bioresources, including rare and endangered species, in fishery reservoirs with the aim of obtaining commercial products.
Hunting – is the type of activity on tracking, catching and killing of animals constantly, temporarily and nomadic inhabiting in water and dry in free and semi-free conditions as well as aquatic animals and terrestrials, fur animals, reptiles, birds and mammals bred by economic subjects and set free for hunting.   
Hunting industry – is the protected economic subject organized for the purpose of protection and reproduction, as well as breeding and setting free in hunting areas of the separate types of wild animals inhabiting or breeding in natural free and semi-free conditions.
