Methodological explanations  


	The Republic of Azerbaijan includes Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic, 63 regions, 79 towns, 262 settlements and 4246 rural settlements.  
Population census is a first source to get information about the population. 
Current calculation of the population number was carried out based on the results of the last population census and the number of births in this area and arrivals for permanent residence every year were added to the number of population and the number of these died and moved from this area was deducted from the number of population. According to the results of the last population census conducted in 2019, relevant clarifications were made on the size and structure of the population for the periods after the census, as well as on some relative indicators.

Age is a number of completed years: for children under one year old - number of months and for infants under one month –number of days. The data on age are compiled by means of inquiry during the population censuses. This data are defined by means of current estimation according to movement of the population size from the age X to X + 1. The information on current registration of demographic events is taking into account during these estimations. 

The data on population by sex and age groups for 1959, 1970, 1979, 1989, 1999, 2009, 2019 are given based population census. 

Age intervals reflect exact years included in this intervals. For example, “20-24” covers the five year interval including from 20 to 24 years old.

Urban and rural population – based on place of residence the population is divided into urban and rural population. Urban places include towns and settlements, the rest settlements are considered as rural places.
