Methodological explanations

Pre-school educational institutions - are educational institutions which provide children under school age with intellectual, physical and mental development at an early age, acquisition of simple labor skills, finding out the talent and abilities, protection of health, aesthetic education, formation of sensitive attitude to nature and humans. 


Children at pre-school educational institutions - include number of children under school age enrolled in pre-school educational institutions at the beginning of the year, as well as first-year students in these institutions


General educational institutions - are institutions that provide children and youth with general training and cultural and physical development as well as with esthetic education. General educational institutions realize training process based on one or several educational programs. General educational institutions include primary, general secondary and completed secondary institutions and schools for children with physical and mental defects as well as gymnasiums and lyceums. 

Vocational educational institutions (vocational schools, vocational lyceums and vocational training center) - provides the training of skilled cadres on various arts and mass professions on the basis of general secondary education and full secondary education in accordance with the needs of the labor market. Vocational education institutions who have completed compulsory education, the arts-oriented, seeking to improve vocational training in various manufacturing sectors, as well as young people who want to change profession are accepted.

Secondary specialized educational institutions (colleges). Secondary specialized education provides the training of a specialist in the field of special secondary education for different fields of special secondary education and general secondary education based on the needs of the society and the labor market. These include colleges of industry, construction, transport, agriculture, economic, pedagogical, music, cultural and educational, medical and choreographic schools.

Documentation on secondary vocational education provides access to a higher education institution and is considered as the basis for higher education at the next level.


Higher educational institutions include academies, universities, and institutions. Higher educational institutions prepare high level specialists and scientific-pedagogical staff taking into account requirements of society and labor market and this training includes “bachelor” ( basic (base higher education) medical education), “magistracy” ( residentia )   and “doctorate” (adjunctura) level. 

Number of non-state higher and secondary educational institutions includes technical institutions and higher institutions with state license. 


Sstudents attending educational institutions refers to the number of students attending general educational institutions, secondary specialized and primary vocational educational institutions as well as institutions of higher education; students are registered as of the beginning of the school year.


Foreign citizens educated in Azerbaijan Republic are not included to the total number of students educated in secondary and high schools. 


 Admission to educational institutions refers to the number of persons admitting to educational institutions in the given school year. This category does not include repeaters and persons previously dropped out and then returned.


Students graduating  educational institutions - refers to the number of persons who completed training course in educational institutions and received a profession. Graduates of full completed secondary general institutions (gymnasiums, lyceums) receive a certificate which enables them to enter institutions of higher education as well as primary vocational educational institutions and similar secondary specialized educational institutions with reduced duration of training. Persons graduated from secondary specialized educational institutions receive diploma and qualification in accordance with specialization.
PhD program being of a high level of the higher education provides training of the scientific and pedagogical staff, as well as improvement of skill qualifications and scientific degree.

 PhD program is carried out by higher educational institutions and scientific organizations and finalized by appointment of corresponding scientific degree. Scientific degrees are presented according to legislations based on application of the dissertation board that are functioned in higher educational institutions and research organizations.      

The following scientific degrees are defined in the Republic of Azerbaijan:

· PhD  – doctor of philosophy;

· DSc - doctor of science 
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
