Methodological explanations

This section reflects the statistical information about number of women and men, age structure, number of births and deaths including by causes of mortality. 


Population census is the primary source of information on the population. 


The current estimation of the population size was carried out based on the results of the population census held in 2009 and the number of births in this area and arrivals for permanent residence every year were added to the number of population and the number of these died and moved from this area was deducted from the number of population. Following the results of the last population census held in 2019, relevant clarifications on the number and composition of the population during the period after the previous census will be made. 


According to the place of residence, the population is divided into urban and rural. Towns and settlements refer to urban places, the rest settlements - rural places.

Age is a number of completed years: for children under one year old - number of months and for infants under one month –number of days. The data on age are compiled by means of inquiry during the population censuses. These data are defined by means of current estimation according to movement of the population size from the age x to x + 1. The information on current registration of demographic events is taking into account during these estimations. Different age groups are used depending on analysis purposes.

The data on birth and death rate are obtained based on monthly statistical analyses of data of the statements on birth and death compiled by relevant Registration Offices of the Ministry of Justice. Number of births includes only live births. 

Life expectancy at birth (for 0 age) is an average number of years to be lived by person from a cohort of those born in a given year, if he (she) would be subjected in each age to the same mortality level experienced in the year(s) to which this indicator has been computed. 

Fertility rate reflects average number of children that would be born to a woman              (15-49 years old) by the time she ended childbearing if she were to pass through all her childbearing years conforming to the age-specific fertility rates of a given year. The sum should be divided by 1000, i.e. this indicator is calculated per women.

Gross reproduction rate is an average number of daughters that would be born to a woman during her lifetime if she passed through her child-bearing years conforming to the age specific fertility rates of a given year. It counts only daughters and literally measures reproduction” – a woman reproducing herself in the next generation by having a daughter. Gross reproduction rate assumes that the hypothetical cohort of women pass from birth through their reproductive life without experiencing mortality.

Gross reproduction rate of the population is calculated as fertility rate. 

Net reproduction rate is calculated with taking into account the death factor. This rate is characterized average number of girls delivered by one woman throughout her fertility life and substitution of women by their daughters, who are at fertility age. This rate is calculated from  per women standpoint. This indicator may also be calculated per 1000 women . 

If the rate is equal to 1.0, then birth and death rates provide simple reproduction rate of the population. If net reproduction rate is less or more than 1.0, then reproduction rate is reduced or increased. 

Age-specific fertility rates refer to the number of births to females in a particular age category in a particular year compared to the number of females in that age category.

Mean age of mothers at birth is determined by multiplication of mean age of mothers at birth by age specific fertility rates during the current year. Mean age of mothers at birth is equal to average length of the permanent population generation. Mean age of mothers at birth depends on net reproduction rate of the population and average annual increase of the permanent population.      


 Mortality rate – is expressed in terms of average annual number of deaths during a calendar year. It is the ratio of the number of deaths to average annual population size in the calendar year and computed per 1000 population. 


Death rate by causes is computed as ratio of death number during the year to average annual population size at the same year. This ratio is computed per 100 000 population and regarding to infants under 1 year – per 10000 live birth. Standardized rate of death is applied for liquidation of the impact of differences in age composition. 

Maternal mortality - the death of a woman while pregnant or within 42 days of termination of pregnancy, irrespective of the duration and site of the pregnancy, from any cause related to or aggravated by the pregnancy or its management, but not from accidental or incidental causes.

Infant mortality rate – characterizes deaths among children less than one year old. Because of infant mortality level under 1 year old had sharply changed it is difficult to calculate its average annual number. Therefore, instead of mortality rate the cases of child mortality under 1 year the probability during first year of life is calculated with relativity to total live births but not with relativity to average annual number (while in last practice this probability was called as ratio).

These calculations are based on death at the age of 0, total number of infant mortality aged 0 is estimated as ratio of the corresponding number of deaths to the number of live births.     
This calculation is also carried out for children under 5 years (0-4 age group) and determines the child mortality level. 

Perinatal death - this is a definition that combines death of fetus with the signs of life during the period between 28th week of pregnancy till actual delivery death at birth and during first 168 hours (7 days) of life.
Perinatal death rate is a ratio of total stillbirths and those died during first week of life and total of stillbirths and live births for the given year. 
Marriage is the form of relations that determine rights and responsibilities of man and woman to each other and children. The legal relationship between husband and wife is the registration of their marriage at bodies of Registration Office of the Ministry of Justice. Current vital statistics considers only officially registered marriages, while population census considers actual marriages irrespective of the fact whether their marriage has been registered or not.

Divorce (cancellation of marriage) is a final legal dissolution of marital relation between husband and wife, following which they have a right to be married once more. The marriage is considered as cancelled as soon as the cancellation is registered by Registration Office of the Ministry of Justice.

Crude marriage and divorce rate is a ratio of number of officially registered marriages and divorces to average annual number of population and expressed per 1000 population.

Immigrants – is the number of those with the permission to enter the country for constant stay, emigrants – is the number of those obtained permission to leave the country for constant residence (including foreign citizens constantly staying in the country, as well as those without citizenship).
