Employment and wages
Methodological explanations

This section includes main indicators characterizing the country’s labour market: economically active population, employment, employees, unemployment rate, labour conditions, occupational injuries and number of employees holding the civil service positions by sex and age groups. 

Economically active population – (labour force) consists of the total number of employed and unemployed persons. 

Employed persons - citizens of Republic of Azerbaijan, constantly living in Republic of Azerbaijan individuals without citizenship and foreigners who are engaged in any activity not contradicting the legislation of the Republic of Azerbaijan and as a rule bringing them earnings (income).

Unemployed persons - able bodied persons in working age, who do not have a job and earnings, ready to start working and registered in the relevant executive authority as a person looking for work.
Unemployment rate is calculated as the ratio of unemployment to economically active population and expressed in per cent. 

Occupational injuries reflect persons suffering from accident resulting temporary or persistent loss of ability to work or death, and accidents occurring during work within or outside the organization’s area or during travel to or from the place of work by means of transport provided by the organization. 

Number of employees engaged in harmful labour conditions includes employees on working places of which one industrial factor (noise, vibration, dust, gas pollution, and radiation) exceeds admissible concentration of chemical substances, industrial dust admissible level of element, determined by sanitary-hygienic norms.

 Employees holding the civil service positions consist of the number of civil servants based on classification of administrative and supplementary jobs confirmed by the Decree of the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan, dated 4 August 2003, № 911.
