Number of hospital beds includes number of beds, which are available to receive patients whether or not they are occupied by patients.    

Number of medical institutions providing out-patient care to population includes all medical institutions rendering ambulatory services (polyclinics, ambulatories, dispensaries, outpatient departments of hospitals, physician health centers and etc.).

Morbidity of the population is characterized by number of patients registered (taken under dispensary control) in medical and preventive treatment facilities during applying or prophylactic examination. 

Primary morbidity is registered by patient’s diagnosis set for the first time                            a lifetime.
Total morbidity of population is characterized by total number of patients registered during a year. In this time, both patients with the diagnosis set for the first time in a lifetime and patients re-applying to the medical institutions are covered.  

Patients segment are all population suffering from disease and applying to the medical institutions during the current and the previous years. This indicator is calculated by dividing the number of patents registered in medical institutions at the end of the year by number of resident population at the end of the year. 

Morbidity rate is defined as ratio of patients registered with the diagnosis set for the first time to average annual number of resident population. 
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
